The 4th Leading Cause of Death in Europe

-A European Problem with European Solutions-
COPD In Europe
Around 44 million people in Europe live with chronic obstructive pulmonary disease (COPD). COPD is ranked as the fourth leading cause of death in Europe and the LEADING cause of healthcare costs in the EU. Despite this, COPD is not well-known.
COPD is a progressive, debilitating and often life-threatening disease that affects the patient’s ability to breathe, gradually making breathing more difficult. COPD is preventable and treatable!
On the occasion of World COPD Day 2009, EFA launched its Book on COPD in Europe ‘Sharing and Caring’ which gives an unprecedented collection of data on the quality of care, disease management, and social and financial burden of COPD in Europe. The book highlights the serious shortfalls in diagnosis and care that exist today between Member States.  

Following the EU Open Health Forum, EFA is gathering all key stakeholders at the European Parliament to highlight the urgent need to reduce the suffering and mortality linked with COPD, which according to the WHO, will become the third leading cause of death worldwide by 2030 – if not tackled appropriately. 
The theme of the Open Health Forum is ‘Health in All Policies’. Allergic and respiratory diseases including COPD serve as testament to this necessity. Health must play an integral part in policy development. Policies affecting indoor and outdoor air quality, climate change, tobacco control and second hand smoke are good examples. Health in all policies supports comprehensive patient centred care and prevention and can help to revolutionise lives of European citizens and particularly those living with COPD.

EFA is co-coordinating a workshop on environment and health during the Open Forum where the patient voice on allergy, asthma and COPD will be heard and serve to shape future policy including the EU 2020: "A Vision for Health to the EU 2020".
